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FOREWORD

There 15 one crirerion, and one only, by which a course for the
learners of a language no longer spoken should be judged: the
cfficiency and speed with which it brings them to the stage of reading
texts m the original language with precision, understanding and
crijoyment. The setung-up of the Greek Project by the Joint Associ-
atien of Classical Teachers was the product of a conviction that it was
possible to compose an Ancient Greek course which would saasfy
that criterion substandally better than any course already existing.
There would have been hittle point mn such a project if the current
dechne of Greck in schools had clearly reflected a general, growing
and wreversible failure on the part of modcern socicty to respond
acsthetically and intellectually to Greek culture; but there has been no
such failure of response, for the popularity of Greek literature in
translation and of courses in Greek art and history has continued to
increase. Ir seemed to the Joint Association that there was a gap
waiting for a bridge. Bridges cost money, and when an appeal for
£ 40,000 was launched at the beginning of 1974 by Dr Michael
Ramscy and others it was legitimate to wonder how the cause of
Greek would fare in competition with louder claims. But the
optimists were justified: by November £63,000 had been contri-
buted, a sum which more than compensated for the effect of inflation
after the original costing of the project, and in 1976 an appeal for the
money required for a fourth and final year of work brought in more
than £15,000. Gratitude is duc to hundreds of individuals, to many
schools, colleges, institutions and trusts, and in particular to the
Leverhulme Trust Fund, the Ernest Cook Trust and the Cambridge
University Faculty of Classics. o

Anyone who learns Greek by the first of those two wavs will takea
very long time to reach the point of reading a genume Greek text; on
the way he will have acquired much more grammaucal knowledge
than he needs and much less knowledee than he needs of Greek
thought and feeling. The weehnique of compiling a desenptive gram-
mar for reference purposes and the techmique ot mroduciog a learner
to a language are utterly difterent, as teachers of imodern languages
know.

The notion that one can get the gist of alien rexts simpiv by reading
a lot of them with the help of wanslations bur without careful
hinguistic guidance is equally illusory. We can indeed hope to under-
stand much of what 1s said to us in 2 modern language it we are put
mto an cnvironment in which we hear it all day: but our progress
depends on our being an ingredient of the situation i which the
wards arc uttered and on the readiness of the native speaker to repeat,
simpiify, slow down and supplement language by signs and gesturcs.
Our relationship to Greek authors is different; if we tackle Platonic
argument or tragic dialogue with only a hazy idea of grammar the

"Socrates corrupts the young’

frtrosdurtion

The questioming of traditenal morality, which could be seen cither as
1nrew humamsm or as moral degeneracy, was popularly associated
with the mHuence of people like Socrates and the sophists. Socrates
had a profound mfluence on Greek thought of his time, and the
philosopher Plato, from whose writings we derive much of our idea
ot Socrares, was one of his most ardent disciples. Others, however,
regarded hine as a permicicus influence on Athenian society, and the
clarms that be *corrupted the young and *believed in strange gods’ led
roy bas trial and execution in 399.

The comic poet Aristophanes exploits all the humorous possibili-
tics of popular prejudice against ‘intellectuals” with their ‘new-fan-
gled ideas and their arguments which are ‘too clever by half” in his
portayal of Socrates in his comedy Clouds.

Note
The Greek you have been reading so far has been adapted very
heavily from original sources. The ideas and original vqcabula ry_hnve
been kept, but the sentence construction has been noticeably differ-
cne.

From now on, you will, for the most part, be reading continuous
extracts from single works (rather than collations of sources), and the
Greek of the text will approximate more and mor¢ c!csely to the
original. For example, Strepsiades’ first ten words in this extract are

the actual opening of the Clonds.
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Socrates and intellectual
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Plare’s pictare of Socrates is quite different from Aristophanes’. The
tollowinyg passage 15 based on Plate’s account of Socrates’ detence
when ke was on trial for his life on a charge of corrupting the young
md muoducing new gods.

A

Socrates addresses the dikasts (jurors) at his trial and rells them the reason for

his methods of inquiry and the canses of his unpopularity. He first puts a
question into the mouths of the dikasts which he will proceed to answer.
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According e Plato, Socrates did not claim to teach, nor did he take
fees tor wachig, even though he was popularly linked, as we have
seen from Aristophanes, with the sophists, who were professional
teachers. Cine of the most importane lessons offered by the sophists in
thetr courses of higher education was the art of speaking with equal
persuasion on boch sides ot a question, a tacility which could be used
unscrupulously. 1o the following incident Plato shows how empty
such verbal dexterity coudd be.

Socrates relates to his friend Kriton how he asked nvo sophises, Enthydemos
and hix brother Dionysodoros, 10 help a young nian called Kleinias in his
search for the trueh. Bur Kletnias fell victim to Eutlydemos’ verbal trickery.
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It is left for Dionysodores to cotifuse Kleinias further, by twrning the

argument on its head.

Irieroduction

The narrative returns to Dikaiopolis, who continues on his way
through the ity with the rhapsode. They meet Euclpides and Peisc-
tatros, two friends who plan to escape from Athens and its troubles
and found a new city, Cloudcuckooland {Nepedokorxvyia), a Utopia
m the sky with the birds.

We have already scen some of the troubles they want to
escape — the war, the plague, increasing lawlessness and disrespect for
the gods and human insututions, the collapse of morality and the
challenge of the sophists — but Euclpides mentions another, the Ath-
cian obsession with law-suits, a theme which is comically explored
In scenes from Aristophanes’ Wasps.

Peisctairos and Euelpides have already decided on their +pl:tn of
cscape, but Aristophancs provides two other pc}ssibltf comic solu-
tions: in Lysistrata, the women of Athens stage a sex-strike to {l'ljld the
war, and in Akharmians, Dikaiopolis finally finds his own solution to

the problems of Athens at war.

The interpreters
could not understand this and asked again what he meant. Under the pressure of their
insistent questioning, Crocsus explazined how the Athenian Selon had come to visit
him in Sardis, had scen all the magnificence he had to offer, and had dismissed it in so
muny words; and how cverything Selon had said bad rurned out to be the case,
although his words had not been directed so much at Croesus as at 2il mankind,

especially at these who considered themselves happy.

While Croesus speke, the fire had been lit and the edges of the pyre were already
burning. But when Cyrus heard what the interpreters said, he had a change of heart,
moved by the consideration that he, 2 mertal, was burning alive anather whase
happiness had been no less than his own; besides, he feared remribution (for it occurred
to him that instability was the hallmark of all human life}. So he ordered his men 1o
put the fire out as quickly as possible and to bring Croesus and those with him down
from the pyre. But try as they mighe, the firc was oo strong for them.
